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PECK FINED
Greyhound Racing NSW Stewards on Monday 19 September concluded an inquiry into a report received from the Canberra Greyhound Racing Club (CGRC) alleging incidents said to have occurred at the trial session of the CGRC on 25 January this year.
The inquiry was commenced on Friday 26 August 2011 and the hearing of three charges against trainer Mr. Bruce Peck was conducted on 19 September.

Evidence was taken on 26 August from Mr. Peck, Ralph Smith, John Diehm, Ken Staines, Neil Staines, Trevor Blewitt, Keith Morgan, and CGRC Starter, Ms Amanda Blewitt. Written and verbal evidence was entered from CGRC Chairman, Mr. Ashley Dwyer, CGRC Secretary, Mr. Mike Brady, and CGRC Lure Drivers, Shayne Hanaford and Andrew Thomas.
In todays hearing further evidence was taken from Mr. Peck and trainer Mr. Christopher Tetley, who also supplied a written statement on 26 August. 

The evidence disclosed incidents of a verbal nature uttered in varying tones by Mr. Peck during and following the running of the trials at the 310m starting boxes and in the vicinity of the betting ring.  
Subsequently Mr. Peck was found guilty of a charge under GAR 86 (f) (iv), of engaging in the use of insulting language towards a person having official duties in relation to greyhound racing in relation to language directed to Mr. Thomas and Mr. Hannaford over the Club radio transceiver from the 310m starting boxes. He was fined $200.
He pleaded guilty to a further charge of misconduct under GAR 86 (o) in relation to verbal abuse of Mr. Dwyer, Mr. Brady and Mr. thomas in the vicinity of the betting ring at around 10.30am on the morning in question. He was fined $300.

He was found guilty of a charge under GAR 86 (g) of willfully threatening a member of the Committee of a Club  in relation to the use of words indicating physical harm to Mr. Dwyer in the vicinity of the entrance to the betting ring at around 10.30am on the morning in question. He was fined $400.

In determining penalty Stewards took into account Mr. Peck’s good record in relation to greyhound racing over a long period of licencing, the nature of the offence, previous penalties in relation to such breaches, and the particular circumstances giving rise to the incidents. Notwithstanding these circumstances Mr. Peck was advised that whilst some incidents may be a catalyst for certain behaviour, these matters do not constitute an excuse for such behavior and that he must be mindful of the position held by officials in the conduct of meetings and trials.
